Speciation
Regarding our conversation on speciation, you asked me to provide some examples of one species changing into another. First, I want to make sure that we are talking about the same thing.  Speciation is not a dog turning into a cat or a monkey turning into a human. Speciation occurs when genetic changes within a species prohibit interbreeding with the parent species. For a great length of time, the new species will probably look nearly identical to the parent species.  As the two species remain isolated from each other, natural selection will shape their appearance depending on their survival needs. 

I should note that most modern fundamentalist do not object to specification. They point to the Flood and how Noah loaded animals by "kind." Fundamentalist have abandoned objections to speciation when it became obvious that not even all species of insects would fit on the ark, let alone mammals, birds and dinosaurs.

Today, fundamentalists embrace specification, but claim that new species do not introduce new genetic matter into the genome (this is easily proven wrong, but that is their current belief).  Most Fundamentalists believe that there was one canine pair on the ark, and all dog-like species from wolves, jackals, coyote, dholes, foxes to domestic dog have descended from this pair of canine species .  There was one pair of beetles, and the 350,000 species of beetles descended from them (etc) in thousands of years (antediluvian) versus millions. 

Therefore, before I spend a lot of time proving speciation, you might want to decide if you want to oppose it. You must know that if fundamentalists have relinquished objections to speciation,  the evidence for it is overwhelming. Also, if you reject speciation, you must also accept that the story of Noah is not true. Actually, I hope you do reject a global flood, as it is one of the most absurd things in the Bible. Besides the logistics and geological impossibilities, I've never understood how Christians can build timelines that place the flood after particular Egyptian and Chinese dynasties that miraculously continue after the date of the flood.

Speciation occurs for multiple reasons: Isolation of gene pool, genetic mutation, and hybridization are a few reason.  For example, new species of plants are often created through a process of hybridization (In some cases,  is possible for two different species to interbreed and share DNA. The resulting offspring may become a new species). Note that while not being able to interbreed defines the separation of species, it is possible for some distinct species to interbreed. As for the mutations not adding information to the gene pool, a quick search produces ample explanations and examples. For example, review the following link:

All Evidence Points to Creation Taking a Great Amount of Time
If the universe is 14-billion years old, and the earth is only 4.5 billion years old, and it took over a half billion years for life to get started on Earth, it means that, relatively speaking, if God created all species, His preferred method of creation is one that takes a very, very  long time.  
What is Your Motivation for Rejecting Science?
Why do you reject the idea that God may have used the beauty of evolution and the incredible force of natural selection to create humanity?  It seems to me that you cling to this idea of life magically popping into existence out of senseless dogmatic stubbornness for no compelling reason.  You do not believe the earth is only six thousand-years old. You do not believe Adam and Eve were the first humans. You know it is true that the fossil records shows life developing from simple to complex beings. 

The only reason to reject science is if you need to interpret Genesis literally. It makes very little sense to view Genesis as inerrant  or even divinely inspired.  No one knows when Genesis was written or even who wrote it. There's no proof that- as a written document-  it's older than about 300 BCE. People guess that portions could have been written earlier, but no one seriously believes it existed before the Hebrew alphabet was invented.  Any earlier dates are mere speculation.  Some of the oral stories existed, but they were borrowed from the Sumerians and other river-valley peoples (e.g. Epic of Gilgamesh, Towers of Babel).  

The Documentary Hypothesis seems to make sense, but why would you want to think of the resulting stories as divinely inspired? They are oral stories from multiple cultures exaggerated over centuries by superstitious people who attributed every little anomaly to magic and spirits.

It makes more sense that the documentary hypothesis illustrates the evolution of a tribal people of many gods into a monotheistic nation.  It was written much later in history than the recorded events. The stories of the Exodus are not true. The stories of Joshua's conquest are not true. Modern archeology and the Amarna letters prove that. These stories were only created to produce a national identity of the Israelites.  The stories show an emerging people who have a powerful god that is fearsome in battle, a military to be respected, and a history and claim to land ownership. This is exactly what a new nation would want to create.

Modern archeology shows that the Israelites did not begin coalescing as a people (united by religion) until the twelfth century BCE, and at that point, it was only hundreds of people, not thousands. It certainly was not the some three-million people that Exodus reports coming out of Egypt. In fact, it was not until the tenth century BCE that the Israelites appear on the radar of any other nation. This is about the same time the Hebrew alphabet was invented.

For a balanced view of modern archeology, I highly recommend reading The Bible Unearthed by Finkelstein and Silberman. A used copy is less than $5 on Amazon.

Time is Revealing
When you think about it, compared to the amount of time the earth has existed and the amount of time humans have been thinking scientifically about how our species arrived in the form it is today, the time is so incredibly short. It has been said that if you view world history as the length of your arm, the amount of time Homo Sapiens have existed is equivalent to taking a nail file and shaving off the tip of your fingernail. The amount that falls off is comparable to our place in the history of it all. For most of human history, tribes from around the globe have concocted superstitious explanations for our existence. What makes the explanation in the Pentateuch any different? In my next letter to you, I will examine that question further.
